Exhibition Summary

We are trying to find the beauty for old Japanese clothes, houses and daily necessaries,
centering on a traditional variegation technique ARIMATSI-SHIBORI. In other words, the
beauty is also the one of the unique Japanese MONYO (patterns) of KIMONO clothes. We
have been seeking the beauty of various kinds of MONYO. In addition, we have been trying
to find new other techniques which are suitable for the present and present-day life.
Motohiko Katano (1899-1975) and Kaori Katano (1932-2017), who were parent and child,
developed geometrical patterns as pioneers in the technique of ARIMATSU SHIBORI. We
are making great efforts to produce much better works with tracing and imitating their

achievements.



Although the representative techniques of ARIMATSU SHIBORI is now exhibited in the
gallery, we are going to introduce the arts of the hand like TEGUMO SHIBORI and MIURA
SHIBORI. We will give a demonstration of TEGUMO SHIBORI and MIURA SHIBORI at the
gallery. We hope as many people as possible come to the gallery and appreciate
ARIMATSU SHIBORI

Chika Hasegawa, who displays main works in the exhibition, is a fellow worker of
TANSHO-AN. Through her works, we want to encourage those who are trying to carry out

their dreams in the USA.
Finally, we would to introduce another point of this exhibition, which is that most
exhibitors except a few ones are over sixty years old. The people who belong to the

generation are called SILVER people in Japan.

We, the SILVER generation, are in the middle of the challenging life
with strong curiosity and high ability to act.
